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Preparation of Final Papers for TELSIKS 2023 Proceeding of Papers
First A. Author, Second B. Author, and Third C. Author
Abstract—These instructions give you details for preparing final paper for the Conference TELSIKS  2023. The recommended, but not limited text processor is Microsoft Word 97/2000/XP/2003/2010. The global instructions for preparing paper with any text processor are given, too.
Keywords—Camera-ready paper, Proceedings of papers, TELSIKS ‘19.
I. Prepare Your Final Paper
· Paper must be written in English using the available Microsoft Word templates for A4 format. Formatting may not be altered.

· Please format your final paper as a PDF file in two-column format according to these instructions. The Instructions are the same as for the first submission, with header and example Copyright notice added. Please follow the formatting instructions and templates. Be sure to use the template’s conference mode. 

· Use the A4 format. DO NOT use the US Letter format and do not paginate your paper.

· Regular papers can be up to 4 pages in length (max). Invited papers can be up to 10 pages in length (max).

· DO NOT place numbers at the bottom of the page and DO NOT delete XXX.

II. Add Copyright Information to the First Page of the Paper

The appropriate copyright notice is to appear on the bottom of the first page of each paper according to the guidelines set forth for an IEEE Conference Publication. Please, put the appropriate copyright notice instead of the existing one in the footer of this template by using one of the following:
· For papers in which all authors are employed by the US government, the copyright notice is: U.S. Government work not protected by U.S. copyright
· For papers in which all authors are employed by a Crown government (UK, Canada, and Australia), the copyright notice is: 979-8-3503-4702-9/23/$31.00 ©2023 Crown
· For papers in which all authors are employed by the European Union, the copyright notice is: 979-8-3503-4702-9/23/$31.00 ©2023 European Union
· For all other papers the copyright notice is: 979-8-3503-4702-9/23/$31.00 ©2023 IEEE
III. Check Your Final Paper 

A. Before Creating a PDF
· Use these instructions as the template where you can type or copy your paper. The detailed guidelines for the final paper preparation are given in Section VI. The final paper must comply with the template.
· Add the copyright notice to the bottom of the first page of our source document. If necessary, contact Organizing Committee at telsiks@elfak.ni.ac.rs for the appropriate copyright notice.

· Proofread your source document thoroughly to confirm that it will require no revision.

B. Creating your PDF eXpress Account

Use PDF eXpress to verify the PDF file of the paper for IEEE-compliance before submission. Papers that are not IEEE-compliant will not be included in the proceedings nor published. 

Log in to the IEEE PDF eXpress site
 (https://ieee-pdf-express.org/). 
First-time users should do the following:

1. Select the New Users - Click Here link.

2. Enter the following:

· 57806X for the Conference ID

· your email address

· a password

3. Continue to enter information as prompted.

Online confirmation will be displayed and an email confirmation will be sent verifying your account setup.

Previous users of PDF eXpress need to follow the above steps, but should enter the same password that was used for previous conferences. Verify that your contact information is valid.
C. Renaming your PDF File for Submission
The certified acceptable file you receive from PDF eXpress will be given a filename in the form PID123456.pdf. Before uploading your final paper you should rename this exact file to conform to the following naming convention: TELSIKS-23-XXX.pdf, where XXX is the paper ID assigned to the submission. 
IV. Sign the Copyright Form for Each Paper

If a paper has been selected for publication in TELSIKS 2023 (including invited papers and special sessions), the authors of the paper have to submit a Copyright Form, necessary for the inclusion of the paper in the proceedings of the conference, published by IEEE. From 2019, the
TELSIKS conference uses the IEEE Electronic Copyright Service (eCF). The paper cannot be published in the proceedings if the form is not properly completed.
Аll the necessary information on how to properly fill in and submit a copyright form, you can find at https://www.telsiks.org.rs/copyright-form/. You will be redirected to the IEEE Copyright submission site and a wizard will guide you through the process. A traditional copyright form with signature is not requested as it is replaced with the web form.
V. Upload Your Final Paper
The final paper should be uploaded in .pdf format and in the original .doc format (name files using the paper ID: TELSIKS-23-XXX) through Easy Chair submission system:
https://easychair.org/my/conference?conf=telsiks2023 in the period September 15-30, 2023.
VI. Registration Fee
Information regarding registration fee payment can be found on the official TELSIKS 2023 website (https://www.telsiks.org.rs/registration/). A regular paper that is not covered by registration fee will not be published in the Conference Proceedings.

VII. Guidelines for Final Paper Preparation

A. Page Layout

Times New Roman 10 pt font should be used for normal text. Please, equalise the length of the columns on the last page (Insert a section break Continuous at the end of the last column). 
Manuscript has to be prepared in a two column separated by 5.1 mm. The margins for A4 (210(297 mm2) format of paper are given in Table I.

B. Title, Author and Affiliation

Title must be written using 24 pt font, in two lines, centred. Authors’ names (without affiliation) should be typed using 11 pt font. Authors’ affiliation (institution, address and e-mail) should be given in the bottom of the first column using 8 pt font. Please do not write telephone and fax number.

C. Abstract and Keywords

In the beginning of the paper abstract and keywords should be given. Abstract should be about 50 words. It is recommended to use up to 5 keywords. Please use 9 pt bold font for abstract and keywords, and 9 pt italic font for the words “Abstract” and “Keywords”.

D. Sectioning

Regular paper may be divided in a number of sections. Section titles (including references and acknowledgement) should be typed using 10 pt fonts in the Small Caps option. For numbering use Times New Roman number. Sections can be split in subsection, which should be typed 10 pt Italic option. The space before and after section title are 12 pt and 4 pt, respectfully. The space before and after subsection title are 6 pt and 3 pt, respectfully. 

E. Equations
Equations should be centred and labelled. The example of equations is Eq. 1:
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Larger equation must be split in a multiple lines, as shown in the example of Eq. 2:
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F. Figures

Figures should be one column wide. If it is impossible to place figure in one column, two columns wide figure is allowed, but in this case figure must be located at the top of the page. Please do not use photocopies. Photographs must be made on a glossy paper. Each figure must have a caption under the figure. For the figure captions 8 pt font should be used.
An example is given in Fig 1. All figures must be mentioned in text.
G. Tables

Tables also should be made as one column wide. In some rare cases it is allowed to use two column wide tables at the top of the page. Tables must have caption located above the table. Table caption should be written using 8 pt Small Caps font. Data in the table should be written using 9 pt font. Example is Table I given above.
H. Referring

When you refer to the equation, figure, table, section or literature reference in the text of the manuscript please use the following expressions: Eq. (1), Eqs. (1) and (2), Fig. 1, Figs. 1 and 2, Table I, Tables I and II, Section 1, Sections 1.1 and 1.5, [1], [2].
I. Tables

Tables also should be made as one column wide. In some rare cases it is allowed to use two column wide tables at the top of the page. Tables must have caption located above the table. Table caption should be written using 8 pt Small Caps font. Data in the table should be written using 9 pt font. Example is Table I given above.
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When you refer to the equation, figure, table, section or literature reference in the text of the manuscript please use the following expressions: Eq. (1), Eqs. (1) and (2), Fig. 1, Figs. 1 and 2, Table I, Tables I and II, Section 1, Sections 1.1 and 1.5, [1], [2].

K. References

The examples for the referencing a journal paper, a conference paper, and a book are given in References Sections [1-3]. For the text in the references 8 pt font should be used.

VIII. Conclusion

In this paper the instructions for preparing camera-ready paper in order to be included in the Proceedings of Papers of the Conference TELSIKS (23 are given.

For the acknowledgement use the unnumbered section layout.
